Bellevue represented 6.36% ofthe total population of King county 
and as such would receive .006 percent ofthis tax. 
(B) Under Bellevue City Code 4.12.025 and RCW 82.14.030, the City may, at the discretion of the city council, impose an additional sales tax up to one half 
of one percent (0.5%). The City collects the maxmimum amount allowed of this tax. 
(C) In 2006, voters approved a .10% sales tax increase for the Transit Now! Transportation package to benefit the expansion of the county's bus service. 
The tax is effective beginning in 2007. 
(D) Effective Apri11st, 2008, voters approved a .10% sales tax increase for the King County Mental Health tax. 
This tax will benefit chemical dependency and mental health services. 
(E) Effective 4/1/09, Sound Transit increased portion of sales tax by five-tenths of one percent.
